First ADHD day
in Europe

On August 31, 2002 we in Flanders (the Dutch-speaking part of Belgium)
organised the first ADHD day, hoping that it can grow into a European day,
as suggested in the Knowing Me, Knowing You Conference in Stockholm.

It was a great success for several reasons.

1. We managed to have a lot of reactions printed in the press, not only
information, but also discussions. There were several reasons for this:
- the publication of a book about ADHD at school,
- a petition offered to the people about all the demands that we have
collected,
- a resolution introduced into Parliament about all the issues that have
been signalled to us.

2. Now we have already 2342 signatures for our petition. We hope we
will reach 5000.

3. The petition will be used to support the resolution.

4. We had about 1500 visitors on our ADHD day. Mostly it was a family
day, with music, all kinds of activities for children, our petition and
information about our centre and ADHD. A lot of people didn't know our
centre before visiting our day.

We hope that we can organise such a day again, though it will perhaps not be
next year. It gave us the opportunity to reach a lot of people and the press
(both newspapers and television channels).
We hope other countries will join us.
